Payment and Registration 

The Fee is $______ per person and the deadline to register is “___/___/___”.  Registering is the only way to join in on this event.  This is so that SG- Operations can plan for the event, and buy all needed provisions that your money pays for.  Your fee includes the following: Food, Bunk/Camp space, and all day battery chargers.  If you feel that you may need Airsoft or Paintball ammo, please bring extra cash for yourself.  I myself usually only go through 200 rounds in the course of one day because I ‘pick my shots.’  If you are more of a ‘spray and pray’ shooter, then you will need to buy more BBs/PBs.  All safety gear and weapons are the responsibility of the participants, as they will not be available for rent or purchase at most events. We will accept the following methods of payment: Check, Cash, Money order, Paypal (via E_MAIL: _____________________________).  

Rules and Regulations

In order for every one to have the BEST time, here are a few Do's and Don'ts;

NOTICE: We are NOT trying to dictate the rules. We want EVERYBODY to have a very good time. However, this is an event that we, SG- Operations, have done before and we DO NOT want any problems between us and the owner of the property.  And besides….98% of what you are about to read is SAFETY related.

General Guidelines

· Please obey ALL of the site's Rules and Regulations. NO PLAYING WITH THE AIRSOFT/PAINTBALL GUNS!!! You can get seriously injured, or blinded.  An airsoft gun should be regarded as a REAL gun would be.  Although they shoot BBs/PBs, a shot to the head with out proper face mask and safety equipment is dangerous to one’s life.  The rules of the Site are set so that no one gets hurt. If you fail to abide by them, SG- Operations cannot be held accountable.  This why we have a waiver form.
· The first rule before going into our disclaimer is that you abide by all the rules of SITE and its owners.  By following their rules and regulations and the list below, this event will be a blast for many years to come.  So please be responsible adults at this event. 

· The owners of the property have a waiver for EVERYBODY to sign, and this statement is SG- Operations’!!! If you are asked to leave, there will be no refund!! Try again next year.  The SITE Owner/Safety Officer has the right to ask/tell someone to leave, or not to play based on the offense.

· We are in the woods and very rural neighborhood.  There may be wild animals present, including; snakes, bugs (i.e. TICKS, MOSQ. Gnats, Bees, etc).  Make sure that you look where you stepping on the ground. Rattlesnakes and Copperheads, as well as, other wildlife animals are in the area.  Leave them alone and they will leave. No hunting down the rattle noise at night.

· No harming of the natural wildlife.  The SITE Manager or EVENT HOST will handle all animal incursions.  If an animal is in the way (i.e. skunk, rodent, raccoon, etc) it will move on shortly.  No harm is to come to it for being ‘in the way.’  If an animal such as a Bear, Coyote, Wolf, or ‘Big Cat,’ threatens the safety of the camp, then that is the only exception.  SG- Operations has security measures in place to ensure the safety of all guests.  Do not let this deter you from coming, for the chances of such an incident are RARE but anything can still happen.

· There are bathrooms and showers available, but please be respectful that you are in a home, not a truckstop. If you’re camping outdoors, bring your flashlights!!
· Although you are allowed to bring your own drinks, we suggest that you do not bring sodas, tea, or anything else with caffeine as they will cause Dehydration. We will have fresh water.  There will be fresh water and Gatorade to combat loss of electrolytes. 
· UPDATED - It is ok for you to have Beer and Wine.  This is a BYOB, for the cost above does not include alcohol.  Since drinking is allowed, special rules and regulations will be enforced to ensure safety while not deterring from fun.  For starters, any alcohol drinking will be at the end of the day after playing airsoft/paintball. If anybody starts before, YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PLAY, or may be asked to leave.

· There will be no Medical trained personnel on site.  If you have a medical condition (medications, allergic reactions, etc) PLEASE LET US KNOW!!  
· Let us know of any food reactions and/or dietary requirements based on your religion or societal preference.  We will have bacon and eggs, hot cakes, things like that. We are keeping in the SG theme.  As such, ethnic cuisines will maintain an Off-World motif. Most food will be cooked in the kitchen or a gas grill.
· NO ILLEGAL OR MISUSE OF PERSCRIPTION DRUGS! (CDS). We are trying to keep it a family environment. If ANYONE is using ANY Controlled Dangerous Substances (CDS). You will be asked to leave and NO REFUND!!

· If you come to the site late, PLEASE don't set up your tent. We have bunk space that you can use until morning. There will be no late night tent building.

· Most cell phones will work at site but cell phone service may be limited due to the hills.  Emergency phone use is available upon request.
· Vehicles – There is parking for vehicles, both along the driveway and in the front yard.  Follow the signs to the main gate where a SG Security Detail will direct you the rest of the way.  If it is still day light when you arrive, unload your cargo near the site and then re-park your vehicle away from the site to give more space and allow for others to unload.
· As this is a residential neighborhood and/or private property, people should not leave the site at night or go walking about the neighborhood.  This event is meant to simulate being “off world” as much as possible.  There will be no late night driving around the owner’s property.

· Avoid "sweet smelling" items like aftershave, cologne, hair sprays, etc. Bugs will eat you up!!

· Make sure that before you come down, you get some DEET spray. At least 50% or better. Spray it on your uniforms before you come down. Put it in a plastic bag and re-spray when you get here. OFF does not work!!! Wal-mart has some DEET spray in the Sporting Dept.  This is good for about any insect that flies.  Without it you could end up covered with ticks.  Our ticks in the area have been known to carry the following: Lime Disease and Rocky Mountain spotted fever.

· Make sure that there is no food in tents at anytime!!! It will attract the wildlife that we are sure you do not want to sleep with.  Also, make sure that your tent flaps are zipped up; it helps to keep the bugs out too.
· At the end of the day, Leisure time. Try not to stay up very late, but if you do be respectful of those that have gone to sleep. Light and Noise discipline (i.e. Keep it down to a low roar…people may be asleep already).  .  This is mainly to keep the ruckus down to a minimum since we are on someone else’s property. We are not saying lights out at 11pm., but that in order to get in all the scenario games and other activities, we may wake up early to kick off the day of airsoft and SG fun.

· There may be Dogs/Cats there. If so, they will be the Alarm system.  Also, children will be there. So let’s TRY and BEHAVE!!

Airsoft & Paintball Guidelines

· A waiver must be signed by all players before the SITE will admit you to the playing field.  Also, an official SG- Operations Safety briefing will be done.  It only takes 5 minutes.  To speed things along, print out the waiver from the Yahoo Group site, sign it and bring it with you.  We will have extra at the camp at the owners have plenty incase you forget yours.  
· UPDATED - Stated in the Safety Briefing are rules and regulations that will keep you safe and out of danger from the BBs/PBs.  Violation of these will result in your ejection of the current game.  Repeated violations will result if complete banning of playing for the remainder of the day with out refund.  One such rule is keeping your goggles on at all times unless directed by the Referee or EVENT HOST.

· You are on someone else’s property.  The owners of SITE trust in the ability of running games to SG- Operations’ Event Host.  They ARE in charge of this event and speaks for SG- Operations. If there are ANY questions, discuss it with the Event Host, or their XO.
· This weekend is Stargate themed.  There will be some portion where we are going to try to run it like the REAL thing. Just like the Military.  There will also be time for us to be ‘civilians.’
· No additional ‘hardware’ is permitted.  This means that no live-fire weapons (pistols/rifles) or explosive items (fireworks/big booms) are permitted on site.  Anyone carrying such items may be asked to leave with out refund. 

· There are NO exemption to these rules!!!
Recommended Packing List

There are some essentials that you should, may, (or in some cases) are required to bring with you.  A full list will be made available shortly. The current list is seen below:

· A long sleeve shirt and full length pants to play airsoft in.  Hits on exposed skin are painful.

· A tent (if you are tent camping)

· Sleeping bag

· Pillow (if you want)

· Folding chair(s) (We have several but may not have enough for everyone)

· Foot gear (Boots for airsoft and ‘quick wear’ (tennis shoes/sandals/etc) so that you can trek around the house)

· Flashlight

· Deet 

· Additional food/snacks if you desire other than what is planned on meals. (we will try to accommodate everyone’s nutritional needs)

· BYOB 

· Your own drinks (Water and Gatorade is what we will supply since other drinks dehydrate and we don’t want you to get sick)

· Airsoft guns
· Your SG costume (this may be the same as your Airsoft Battle attire.  You may want to remove your patches and not wear your Tact vests.  The fine fibers of the patches and the synthetic in the Tact vest “may” snag on the woodland thicket and brush.

· Sunscreen

· ‘Comfy’ clothes for after airsoft but remember you are in the woods
· A jacket – nights can get chilly

· A blanket for your tent

· Air mattress for if you want.

· A drinking cup / coffee mug

· Canteen for water 

· Mess kit and/or personal camp fire burner/cook top
